Path A: Scholarship award for a portion of 4 years of college tuition at 46+ Michigan schools

Award

=  For eligible students graduating Union High School in 2023 and beyond: the Path A scholarship award includes tuition
and fees after Federal Pell Grant for four academic years of attendance at any eligible Michigan college or university
to be used towards earning a bachelor’s degree.

=  Foreligible students graduating Union High School in 2020, 2021 or 2022: the Path A scholarship includes tuition,
fees, room and board (less $2,500 per year), books, and supplies after Federal Pell Grant and other aid and awards for
four academic years of attendance at any eligible Michigan college or university.

=  Students whose families make more than double the area median income (roughly $90,000 per household) will
receive a reduced scholarship amount, capped at $1,500 per year.

Eligibility Criteria*

To receive a Path A scholarship award, a student must:

=  Enroll as a Challenge Scholar in 6% grade

= Attend Harrison Park or Westwood Middle School continually from 6" grade through 8" grade

= Attend Union High School continually from 9% grade through 12t grade

=  For students graduating in 2023 and beyond: have a GPA of 2.5 or above at graduation; for students graduating in
2020, 2021 or 2022, a 2.0 GPA or above is required at graduation.

*  Have an average attendance rate of 95% between 9th and 12t grade

= Do not have a 180 day expulsion

= Register with the Challenge Scholars Online College Portal (“CS Portal”), GradSnapp

= Submit financial aid paperwork, including Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). If the student in ineligible
to submit the FAFSA, an alternative form will be provided by GRCF

=  Meet income guideline (household income does not exceed double the area median income)

=  Enroll at and attend an eligible Michigan college or university within six months after graduating high school, unless a
deferment is approved (a full list is available here https://www.challengescholars.org/resources)

Path B: Scholarship award for a portion of 4 years of college tuition, starting at Grand Rapids Community College

Award

The Path B scholarship award includes tuition and fees after Federal Pell Grant for up to four academic years of
attendance at an eligible Michigan college or university to be used towards earning a bachelor’s degree, starting at Grand
Rapids Community College, with the option to transfer after the first two years. Students whose families make more than
double the area median income (roughly $90,000 per household) will receive a reduced scholarship amount, capped at
$1,500 per year.

Eligibility Criteria*

To receive a Path B scholarship award, a student must:

*  Enroll as a Challenge Scholar in 6! grade Attend Harrison Park or Westwood Middle School continually from 6% grade
through 8" grade

= Attend Union High School continually from 9% grade through 12t grade

=  Have a GPA of 2.0 or above at graduation

*  Have an average attendance rate of 95% between 9" and 12t grade

= Do not have a 180 day expulsion

= Register with the Challenge Scholars Online College Portal (“CS Portal”), GradSnapp

= Submit financial aid paperwork, including Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). If the student in ineligible
to submit the FAFSA, an alternative form will be provided by GRCF

=  Meet income guideline (household income does not exceed double the area median income)

=  Enroll at and attend Grand Rapids Community College within six months after graduating high school, unless a
deferment is approved
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Path C: Scholarship award for a portion of 2 years of college tuition at Grand Rapids Community College

Award

The Path C scholarship award includes tuition and fees after Federal Pell Grant for up to two academic years of
attendance at Grand Rapids Community College to be used towards earning a bachelor’s degree. Students whose families
make more than double the area median income (roughly $90,000 per household) will receive a reduced scholarship
amount, capped at $1,500 per year.

Eligibility Criteria*

To receive a Path C scholarship award, a student must:

= Attend Union High School continually from 9% grade through 12t grade

=  Have a GPA of 2.0 or above at graduation

= Do not have a 180 day expulsion

= Register with the Challenge Scholars Online College Portal (“CS Portal”), GradSnapp

= Submit financial aid paperwork, including Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). If the student in ineligible
to submit the FAFSA, an alternative form will be provided by GRCF

=  Meet income guideline (household income does not exceed double the area median income)

=  Enroll at and attend Grand Rapids Community College within six months after graduating high school, unless a
deferment is approved

To continue to receive any Challenge Scholars scholarship, a student must:

=  Continue to exhibit the personal qualities that reflect the high standards established by GRCF and conduct yourself in
a manner befitting a Challenge Scholar

= Stay enrolled full time (at least 12 credits per semester) in good standing at the eligible college or university

=  Make satisfactory academic progress toward earning your degree, including maintaining a grade level that permits
progress toward graduation on a normal schedule

= Maintain an active CS Portal account

= Renew your Challenge Scholars status prior to the start of every semester by completing required survey

=  Only use scholarship dollars for approved expenses incurred in the course of study at the eligible college or university

Failure to meet the continued eligibility criteria above may result in revocation of your scholarship award. Prior to
revocation, Grand Rapids Community Foundation may, but is not required to, place you on probation and suspend your
scholarship award to give you the opportunity to correct your ineligibility. However, if deficiencies are not corrected
within one academic semester, your scholarship may be revoked, and you will forfeit your right to any additional funds.

*Process for requesting eligibility reconsideration and scholarship deferment

We understand that special circumstances may arise regarding eligibility requirements or the need to defer a scholarship

award. Grand Rapids Community Foundation may make exceptions to eligibility requirements (including continued

eligibility) or defer scholarship awards from time to time. Below are some examples of situations in which we may

reconsider eligibility or deferment; however, Grand Rapids Community Foundation is not required to permit exceptions or

deferments and makes such determinations in its sole discretion.

= A high school student who fails to meet eligibility criteria listed above for GPA, attendance rate, or continuous
enrollment may submit an appropriate Eligibility Reconsideration Request form for special consideration. The formis
available from the College/Career Coordinator at Union High School or from Challenge Scholars staff at the Grand
Rapids Community Foundation.

=  Note that a high school student who has a 180 expulsion will not be reconsidered for eligibility.

= Ascholarship award may be deferred for up to up to one academic year before starting at the eligible college or
university with prior approval before high school graduation.

= A college student who does not enroll in full time classes or who takes a semester off may have his or her scholarship
deferred, but it is important that requests for special consideration are sent to us in advance of reducing course
hours. Please contact the Challenge Scholars staff at the Grand Rapids Community Foundation for discussion.

= Para estudiantes elegibles que se graduen de Union High School en 2023 y después: La beca de Ruta A incluye la matricula y los
costos, después de cualquier Federal Pell Grant, por cuatro afios académicos de matriculacidon en una universidad o una facultad
elegible en Michigan, que se usara para obtener un titulo de licenciatura (bachelor's degree).

=  Para estudiantes elegibles que se graduen de Union High School en 2020, 2021, o 2022: La beca de Ruta A incluye la matricula,
los costos, la habitacién y la comida (menos $2,500 por afio), los libros y los suministros, después del Federal Pell Grant y otras
becas y ayuda recibida, por cuatro afos académicos de matriculacidon en una universidad o una facultad elegible en Michigan.

=  No tener una expulsion de 180 dias.

= Registrarse con el Challenge Scholars Online College Portal (“CS Portal”), GradSnapp.

Criterio de Elegibilidad ContinuaContinua*
Para continuar recibiendo cualquier beca de Challenge Scholars, un estudiante debe:
e Continuar exhibiendo las cualidades personales que reflejan los altos estandares establecidos por GRCF, y comportarse en
una manera acorde a un Challenge Scholar.
e Mantenerse inscrito a tiempo completo (minimo de 12 créditos por semestre) y en buen estado en la universidad o facultad
elegible.
e Hacer progreso académico satisfactorio hacia obtener su titulo, incluyendo mantener un nivel de grado que permita un
progreso hacia la graduacion en un calendario normal.
e  Mantener una cuenta activa en el CS Portal.
e Renovar su status de Challenge Scholar antes del inicio de cada semestre completando una encuesta obligatoria.
e Solo usar la beca para gastos aprobados incurridos en el curso de estudio en la universidad o facultad elegible.

No cumplir con los anteriores criterios de elegibilidad continua puede resultar en la revocacién de su beca. Antes de la revocacion,
Grand Rapids Community Foundation puede, pero no tiene obligacidn a, poner el estudiante en periodo de prueba y suspender su
premio para darle la oportunidad de corregir su inelegibilidad. Pero, si las deficiencias no se corrigen dentro de un semestre
académico, la beca puede ser revocada, y el estudiante perdera su derecho a cualquier fondo adicional.

* Proceso para solicitar la reconsideracion de la elegibilidad y el aplazamiento de la beca

Entendemos que pueden ocurrir circunstancias especiales relacionadas con los requisitos de elegibilidad o la necesidad de aplazar

una beca. Grand Rapids Community Foundation puede hacer excepciones a los requisitos de elegibilidad (incluyendo a los criterios

de elegibilidad continua) o aplazar las becas de vez en cuando. A continuacion, se muestran algunos ejemplos de situaciones en las

que podemos reconsiderar la elegibilidad o el aplazamiento; sin embargo, Grand Rapids Community Foundation no esta obligada a

permitir excepciones o aplazamientos y realiza estas determinaciones a su discrecion.

= Un estudiante de secundaria (high school) que no cumple con los anteriores criterios de elegibilidad por GPA, de asistencia, o
matriculacion continua, puede entregar un formulario de reconsideracion de elegibilidad (Eligibility Reconsideration Request)
para consideracion especial. El formulario estd disponible a través del Coordinador de Universidades/Carreras (College/Career
Coordinator) en Union High School o de los empleados de Challenge Scholars de Grand Rapids Community Foundation.

= Note que qualquier estudiante de la preparatoria que reciba una expulsidon de 180 dias o mds no serd reconsiderado por
elegibilidad.

= Un premio de beca puede estar aplazado hasta un afio académico antes de que el estudiante se inscriba en la universidad o
facultad elegible, si el estudiante recibe autorizacién antes de la graduacién de la escuela secundaria.

=  Siun estudiante no se matricula a tiempo completo en una universidad o facultad, o toma un semestre de descanso de clases,
su beca puede ser aplazado, pero es importante que nos envien las solicitudes para consideracién especial antes de reducir
horas de clase. Por favor, contacte a los empleados de Challenge Scholars de Grand Rapids Community Foundation para platicar
sobre sus opciones.
